A dad seemed pleased, but his little one didn’t buy the old “this-will-hurt-only-for-a-minute”
promise at a recent immunization clinic at the Ruth Gaylord Hospital Maganjo.

The hospital vaccinated 2,689 children in 2018. Free vaccinations are distributed to prevent

tuberculosis, polio, diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis, hepatitis B and Haemophilus influenzae B,
a leading cause of bacterial meningitis among children.

Vaccines also are given to prevent rotavirus, measles, human papillomavirus (HPV) and
